
A Beginning Understanding of Kingdom Revelation

To understand the Kingdom Revelation of the Word and Your true identity in Christ, You 
must first understand that Jesus is a Spirit and the Word is Spirit breathed as Jesus is the Word 
(John 1:1-5).  To read the Word, your Spirit calls unto the Spirit just as the Word says “deep calls 
unto deep” (Psalms 42:7) to reveal the mysteries of God. To get revelation of the Word You must 
read it with Your Spirit and allow Jesus to give your revelation and speak to Your Spirit. Jesus is 
one in the same. The rest of the names of Jesus are just titles. Once you have the name of Jesus 
You become His Bride. You can add up Jesus the Father, Jesus the Son, and Jesus the Holy 
Spirit and you still have ONE that is never separate. Never assume that the words of the Bible 
are their literal meanings (1 John 5:20). You must look up the original meaning of words whether 
they are Hebrew or Greek to understand what the scribe through God’s revelation to them is 
meant. [I recommend the Strong’s concordance for this.] You will find that most scriptures are 
written as allegories or symbolisms as how we are seen to God. For example, the word 
“cherubim” means “imaginary figure or image”. So instead of the commercialized view that the 
cherubim is some little cute naked child-like creature, by looking up the true meaning, we find that 
we, the sons of God, are the cherubim or image of God that is brought back to His true self. 
Again the cherubim is a symbol or “image” of how we are seen to God. 

1 John 5:6(ESV) says, “This is he who came by water and blood—Jesus Christ; not by 
the water only but by the water and the blood. And the Spirit is the one who testifies, because the 
Spirit is the truth.” Therefore to find truth to the mysteries of who God is we must seek His Truth. 
This revelation is Truth. Allow Your mind to be changed to the mind of Christ and He will reveal 
these mysteries no matter if it is by reading one verse or chapters. He wants to reveal Himself to 
You.  Since Jesus is the Word, the more You read Him the more You will get to know Him and 
the more He will reveal Himself to You. Just as You are the Bride of Christ and He is Your 
Husband and as natural brides and husbands become intimate and build a relationship, there are 
revelations of each other brought forth to truth everyday. You are the Bride. The Bride is the 
Church. The Church is the Corporate Body. The only ministry is the Body. With accepting to allow 
Yourself to have a changing of Your mind into the revelation of the mysteries of God and eat what 
Paul refers to what is “meat” for the mature in Spirit and not just the “milk”, I have to tell you that 
not everyone will want to agree with what is being revealed to You because they still want to cling 
to the doctrinal thinking of religion and what they knew of their elders. But many of the elders 
were already starting to grasp this revelation and turn away from the prostitute of doctrinal law. 
The word “repent” means “a changing of the mind”. With seeking the Truth of God, You will find 
that there will be a changing of Your mind from carnal thoughts into Spirit ones as well as an 
opening of Your eyes and ears. Remember that You were first a Spirit and now You are trying to 
return to Your original identity.

1 Corinthians 15:22(ESV) says, “For as in Adam all die, so also in Christ shall all be 
made alive.” We know that in Christ there is life and no death.  All death is in Adam or carnality. 
Carnality exists in our minds where things of the flesh reside or inhabit. Every storm or so called 
“battle” exists from carnality. If we are Christ and in Christ there is life, then there are no storms 
that shall not pass. The devil only exists in Your mind. He cannot harm You, but only hiss. So if 
You are having a change of mind into becoming only Spirit with Christ then tell the hisser to “Shut 
up!” because once Your mind is changed and satan cannot exist in Your world if You are 
deciding to live in the Spirit world where You belong to exist as much as the earthly realm.

For you see, the earthly and heavenly worlds coincide with each other. You can be 
raptured or “caught up” to the heavenly realm any moment and multiple moments of the day 
everyday if You choose to do so. Heaven and earth kiss each other through our worship with the 
Lord. Praise brings worship. Worship brings the glory. The glory brings revelation. Isaiah 60:19
(ESV) says, “The sun shall be no more your light by day, nor for brightness shall the moon give 
you light; but the LORD will be your everlasting light, and your God will be your glory.” In the glory 
there is no depression, darkness, or oppression. 

There is so much more I want to tell You, but much of this revelation will come through 
reading of the Word and reading and listening to Kingdom revelations of others. 
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One last chapter I will focus on for You is Romans 8(ESV). I believe this chapter 
demonstrates Our true identity of who we are in Christ.

Romans 8:1-11:
“There is therefore now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus. 2For the law of the 
Spirit of life has set you free in Christ Jesus from the law of sin and death. 3For God has done 
what the law, weakened by the flesh, could not do. By sending his own Son in the likeness of 
sinful flesh and for sin, he condemned sin in the flesh, 4in order that the righteous requirement of 
the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not according to the flesh but according to the 
Spirit. 5For those who live according to the flesh set their minds on the things of the flesh, but 
those who live according to the Spirit set their minds on the things of the Spirit. 6For to set the 
mind on the flesh is death, but to set the mind on the Spirit is life and peace. 7For the mind that is 
set on the flesh is hostile to God, for it does not submit to God’s law; indeed, it cannot. 8Those 
who are in the flesh cannot please God.
9You, however, are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if in fact the Spirit of God dwells in you. 
Anyone who does not have the Spirit of Christ does not belong to him. 10But if Christ is in you, 
although the body is dead because of sin, the Spirit is life because of righteousness. 11If the Spirit 
of him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, he who raised Christ Jesus from the dead 
will also give life to your mortal bodies through his Spirit who dwells in you.”

Again from verses 1-11, there is no death or darkness in the Lord. If there is no death, 
You can only choose life which means hell cannot exist in your life, just as satan cannot abide 
there as well because flesh exists in the mind. Once You have the mind of Christ, there is no 
carnality that is allowed to stay there. You have the authority to not let those things rule in your 
life seeing that You are a King and Priest under the order of Melchizedek (Genesis 14:8; Psalms 
110:4; Hebrews 4:14-5:10; Hebrews 7:1-4) or Jesus Himself.

Romans 8:12-17:

“12So then, brothers, we are debtors, not to the flesh, to live according to the flesh. 13For if you 
live according to the flesh you will die, but if by the Spirit you put to death the deeds of the body, 
you will live. 14For all who are led by the Spirit of God are sons of God. 15For you did not receive 
the spirit of slavery to fall back into fear, but you have received the Spirit of adoption as sons, by 
whom we cry, "Abba! Father!" 16 The Spirit himself bears witness with our spirit that we are 
children of God, 17and if children, then heirs—heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ, provided 
we suffer with him in order that we may also be glorified with him.”

You have been adopted and are an heir of God. If Jesus is a King and Priest, then You 
are. You are patterned after Him and therefore are everything like Him. Once You have His 
Name You are Him.

Romans 8:18-37:
“18For I consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worth comparing with the glory 
that is to be revealed to us. 19For the creation waits with eager longing for the revealing of the 
sons of God. 20For the creation was subjected to futility, not willingly, but because of him who 
subjected it, in hope 21that the creation itself will be set free from its bondage to corruption and 
obtain the freedom of the glory of the children of God. 22For we know that the whole creation has 
been groaning together in the pains of childbirth until now. 23And not only the creation, but we 
ourselves, who have the firstfruits of the Spirit, groan inwardly as we wait eagerly for adoption as 
sons, the redemption of our bodies. 24For in this hope we were saved. Now hope that is seen is 
not hope. For who hopes for what he sees? 25But if we hope for what we do not see, we wait for it 
with patience.
26Likewise the Spirit helps us in our weakness. For we do not know what to pray for as we ought, 
but the Spirit himself intercedes for us with groanings too deep for words. 27And he who searches 
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hearts knows what is the mind of the Spirit, because the Spirit intercedes for the saints according 
to the will of God. 28And we know that for those who love God all things work together for 
good, for those who are called according to his purpose. 29For those whom he foreknew he 
also predestined to be conformed to the image of his Son, in order that he might be the firstborn 
among many brothers. 30And those whom he predestined he also called, and those whom he 
called he also justified, and those whom he justified he also glorified.
31What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who can be against us? 32 He who did 
not spare his own Son but gave him up for us all, how will he not also with him graciously give us 
all things? 33Who shall bring any charge against God’s elect? It is God who justifies. 34 Who is to 
condemn? Christ Jesus is the one who died—more than that, who was raised— who is at the 
right hand of God, who indeed is interceding for us. 35Who shall separate us from the love of 
Christ? Shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or danger, or 
sword? 36As it is written,

    "For your sake we are being killed all the day long;
   we are regarded as sheep to be slaughtered."
37No, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him who loved us.”

Jesus has ransomed You. His love surpasses You to be in His Kingdom so that You 
cannot feel unworthy or that as a servant, but You are a Spirit that is bound together by His Spirit 
through love. You are being called to be in the Kingdom with new revelation. Seek out Jesus in 
every realm and He will reveal Himself completely to You. Your mind will be changed as well as 
Your emotions, soul, and Spirit. Rise up mighty Daughter of Zion [The woman (female) is the 
soul.]. Come up hither unto Jesus into the heavenly realm with Him daily. Allow the scales to fall 
off Your eyes and see the Truth as only the Truth can be revealed to You, whom will search out 
the mystery of Him.
